We are a learning community. Learning occurs through exceptional teaching with
trust, understanding and moral purpose at its core.

The Curriculum at St Joseph’s

Our curriculum’s intention is to allow all learners, irrespective of their starting point,
the means to unlock their belief to be the best possible version of themselves.

The num-
ber of students taking EBACC qualifications is considerably higher than the national
average and we are one of the only schools in Slough to offer the challenging ‘Triple
Science’ GCSE to our most able cohorts.
